I.
Incense, Smoke, and Glory  Exodus 19:9-19, Isaiah 6, Revelation 4: 1-8, 5:8
A.
Incense: When the incense of the saints come into contact with the God who burns smoke fills the temple and his glory comes down. A.
The Encounters of Daniel: Daniel reveals a life a lifetime of contending until he is encountered.

605BC-Interpts Kings Dream: Daniel 2

539BC-Interpets the writing on the Wall: Daniel 5

539BC-Vision of the 4 Beast: Daniel 7

B.
The Daniel Lifestyle: The prophet Daniel is a reflection of what I would call a good example of a devotional life. 

Fasting: Daniel 1: 11,9:3:  From the introduction of Daniels life you see he is a man with a hunger for the holy. Regular fasting is a essential to spiritual maturity.

Prayer: Because Daniel is a student of not only the Scripture of God emotions he knows three things concerning the nature of God, God sees and hear, with God there is mercy and God will act in direct response to prayer!

Study of the Scripture: Daniel 9:1-6,17-19: Because Daniel gave himself to the study of the Scripture and cultivating a lifestyle of prayer, he knew what the word and the will of the Lord was, and because he did he knew how to respond rightly. Do we know the hour in which we live?

The Lifestyle of Daniel:  There is one word to define the lifestyle of Daniel, Faithful

Faithfulness: Daniel had 11 dramatic encounters with God over a period 65 years out of 75,075 times of prayer! 

Three times a day Daniel got on his knees and prayed and gave thanks to God. Daniel 6:10
